What is lead poisoning? childhood lead poisoning
Lead poisoning isconsidered the# 1 environmental threat to the
health of children in the United States. Lead adversely affects virtually every system of the human body and causes permanent
damage to the brain and other parts of the nervous system, cognitive impairments, and lifelong learning impairments and
behavior problems. Lead poisoning places children at greater risk of learning disabilities, attention deficits, hyperactivity,
developmental delays, school failure, school dropout, delinquency and even death, however, it isentirely preventable. In short, it
means that hundreds of thousands of children may face significant obstacles to successin school andin life.

Who is affected?

According to the Centersfor Disease Control and Prevention, each year, approximately 310,000 U.S. children under the age of 6 are
lead poisoned. Although lead harms people of every social, economic, racial, and ethnic group, it disproportionately affects poor and
minority children. Researchers estimate the financial impact of childhood lead poisoning to be $43.4 hillion annually.

DIRECTIONSTO THE LEGISLATIVE OFFICE BUILDING
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From I-84 Eastbound

Take Exit 48, Capitol Ave (stay in right lane of exit). Go right at end of exit ramp onto Capitol Ave. and proceed past the
Legislative Office Building which will be on your right. Immediately past the building, take first right and proceed past both the
building and the parking garage beyond it. Continue all the way to the back of the garage to enter for parking. There is acovered
walk way from thetop level of the garage to the third floor of the Legislative Office Building.

From 1-84 Westbound

Take Exit 48, Asylum St. Go right at the light at the end of the exit, then bear immediately left onto the start of Farmington Ave. Go
avery short distance on Farmington Ave. to the next light (YWCA is on the corner), and turn left onto Broad St. Go through one
stoplight, and past the State Armory building which will beon your left. Immediately past the State Armory building, turn left into
the Legislative Office Building access road, and then take your next left. Y ou will be heading toward the Legislative Office Building
parking garage. Continue all the way to the back of the garage to enter for parking. Thereis a covered walk way from thetop level
of the garage to the third floor of the Legislative Office Building.

From 1-91 North or South

Take Exit 29A, Capitol Area exit, and proceed along the exit 29A connector. Y ou will come toa traffic circle at the end of this long
connector road. Proceed around the traffic circle, and turn right from the circle onto EIm St. Follow EIm St. to the end, (you will
see the State Capitol Building in front of you). At the stop light at the end of EIm St., go left onto Trinity St., then go right at the next
light onto Capitol Ave. The State Capitol Building will be on your right. Proceed along Capitol Ave., going past the Capitol
Building, and past the entrance to I-84. Y ou will also go past the Legislative Office Building which will be on your right. Turn right
into the entrance immediately after the Legislative Office Building, and proceed past both the building and the parking garage
beyondit. Continue all the way to the back of the garage to enter for parking. There is a covered walk way from the top level of the
garage to the third floor of the Legislative Office Building.
